Week 2-3—2-day children will be visiting the library and commencing news and 
library borrowing.  
Week 3 - The ‘readers’ will also commence attending Mon, Tues, Thurs and Fri for 
half an hour to play games with us. (these are the year 5 & 6 children from next 
door)

our regulation requirements)

Snacks - Tips for Parents 
Healthy snacks are an easy way to help meet your child’s daily 
nutrition requirements. When packing your child’s lunchbox, 
choose healthy snacks that have lots of nutrients, rather than 
those that are high in fat, salt and sugar. Here are some 
healthy snack ideas:  

• Fresh fruit and vegies such as apples, grapes, 
strawberries, mandarins, pears, plums, apricots, 
bananas, kiwi fruit, nectarines and oranges – carrots, 
celery, cucumber, cherry tomatoes, snow peas, 
whatever’s in season.  

• Small quantities of dried fruit (e.g. sultanas, dried 
apples, dried apricots)  

• Vegetable pikelets or savoury scones made with 
grated vegetables and cheese on top  

• Cheese slices or cheese sticks (reduced fat for the 
over 2’s) either on their own or with low fat, low salt 
crackers 

Always have healthier choice snacks in the fridge and pantry 
to remove the temptation of choosing the less healthy ones.  
Role model – choose healthy snacks yourself. 

Here’s what it has to offer: 
• It’s cheap and readily available 
• It doesn’t contain any kilojoules or sugar 
• It our body to function well   
• It’s the best drink for quenching thirst 
• It contains fluoride which helps make teeth stronger.  
Always have water available when children are active, 
especially in the hot summer months, but encourage them 
to drink water regularly, even in cooler months.
